Children and Young People – E3+ is being launched in Tonypandy Community College in September.

With this in mind the Children and Young People Group have decided to suspend meetings until September, to determine what, if any affect the E3+ programme will have on the groups work.  

Julie informed members that she was looking to set up an E3+ partnership that could influence the way in which the programme is delivered.  This steering group will be made up of working partners, which will include one local elected member who also sits on the governing body and Communities First representatives. The biggest challenge is getting the young people to participate and getting the balance of the programme right.

Richard informed members that a bid is being developed for detached youth workers to cover the areas of Llwynypia, Ystrad, Trealaw and Ynyshir that would encourage the young people to participate in E3+.

Powerhouse – Additional work on the feasibility study was needed.  The Project Preparation grant can be submitted at the end of July when the feasibility study is complete.  Trustees have received various letters of support.

David Lewis gave a brief explanation about a Civic Society’s Trust project about Our Valleys Heritage.  Jo Coles has submitted an article to be included in the next newsletter to inform local residents and encourage participation.

Pat Roberts informed members that children from a Sussex school had previously undertaken extensive research work on the local area.  Pat volunteered to contact them to ascertain whether this information was still available.
