	The project update report had been received by members prior to the meeting. The following updates were noted:

Food Co-op – Volunteers have now been sourced for this project, but any input from Partnership members would be welcomed.  The volunteers are visiting the Food Co-op in Trealaw on October 16th. Questions were asked regarding using Bryn Ivor Complex as the venue for the food co-op.  It was explained that RCT Homes had a few issues with community access to the building.  Richard Reast from the Rural Regeneration Unit was following this up.  An alternative venue was being currently investigated.

Lantern Parade – Lantern training is being held on October 21st with staff members, volunteers and representatives from the local schools being invited.  It is planned that sessions with young people can then be delivered ‘in house’ in order that individual lanterns can be created that can be used in Porth and Tonypandy lantern parades.  In addition to this workshops will be held over 2 days in Llwynypia.  This will provide an opportunity for people to create the larger sculptures, which will be displayed in Bronwydd Park as part of the Porth Lantern Parade.
