A temporary alcohol licence is being arranged by the college for the new building.  Work is being undertaken to look at the running of the coffee shop/snack area.    It was agreed that there is a need for someone to be responsible for the building and also to act as a point of contact for room bookings and event enquiries.

There is also a need for the strategic group to meet as soon as possible to discuss many of the issues that were raised above.

The lease on the existing office property will now be extended for another six months where its usage can be discussed in more detail.
